Bucharest Teacher Training House develops partnerships that bring opportunities
for long life / continuous training to teachers from Bucharest.

Related with the training program "Strengthening the skills needed to work with
children / young people affected by migration from the" Second Chance "program through an
interactive learning / teaching methodology”, CCD-Bucharest has a partnership with Terre des
hommes Foundation - Switzerland (Tdh).

We considered an opportunity to make a dissemination activity that the whole team
of CCD-Bucharest has prepared (Georgeta Bolojan, Adina Tatu, Ana Elisabeta Naghi, Marilena
Huiu and Gabriel Vrinceanu) because the training program theme comes natural as a
complementary initiatives CCD-Bucharest to promote educational alternatives for
disadvantages groups.

Thus, the Terre des hommes - Switzerland (Tdh) together with its partners form Italy,
Spain, Austria and Bulgaria has developed an innovative learning methodology within the project
"ROBIN - Reinforcing Competences to Build Inclusion through a New Learning Methodology 2015-
1-RO01-KA204-015001) funded by the Erasmus + Program (KA 2 Strategic Partnerships) for
November 2015 - October 2017.

The training program meets the teachers' need to work with children / young people
affected by migration (children whose parents are abroad, repatriated children, asylum seekers,
refugees, victims of trafficking etc.) enrolled in the “Second Chance” (ADS) program.

Often children affected by migration leave school definitively or temporary because of
their status, so they get into ADS programs. Teachers in ADS need a better understanding of their
specific educational needs and be prepared to use efficient and innovative training methods
appropriate to working with these pupils.

Thus, the program has as objectives:

* Improving the capacity to support the development of pupils 'social skills (conflict resolution skills,
classroom interactions with students and teachers, communication skills tailored to a specific context)
and the pupils' personal abilities (emotional and physical health, resilience, empathy , self-motivation,
self-esteem, self-assessment skills);

* Training to raise students' awareness of cultural and ethnic diversity and to increase tolerance; *
Familiarize with ICT tools and psychosocial activities using techniques and tools to be integrated into
current teaching methods;

» Awareness of the benefits of interviewing and familiarization with effective techniques and
approaches to support peer support. The meeting was attended by trainers from Terre des homes and
trainees (20 participants).

Deseori copiii afectati de migratie abandoneaza scoala sau experimenteazd perioade de
intrerupere din frecventarea scolii din cauza statutului lor, astfel ei ajung 1n programele de tip ADS.
Cadrele didactice din ADS necesita o mai bund Intelegere a nevoilor lor educationale specifice si sa
fie pregatiti sa utilizeze metode eficiente si inovatoare de formare, adecvate pentru lucrul cu acesti
elevi.

Programul de formare are ca obiective:

¢ Imbunatatirea capacitatii de a sprijini dezvoltarea abilitatilor sociale ale elevilor (competente
de solutionare a conflictelor, interactiunea in clasd cu elevii si cu profesorii, abilititi de
comunicare adaptate la un anume context) si abilititilor personale ale elevilor (sdndtate
emotionald si fizica, rezilienta, empatie, auto-motivare, stima de sine, abilititi de auto-
evaluare);

e Pregatire pentru a creste nivelul de constientizare a elevilor asupra diversititii culturale si
etnice si pentru a creste toleranta;
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e Familiarizarea cu instrumente TIC si cu activitati psihosociale folosind tehnici si instrumente
pentru a fi integrate in metodele de predare actuale;

e Congstientizarea cu privire la beneficiile intervizarii si familiarizarea cu tehnici eficiente si
abordari pentru efectuarea de interventii de sprijin intre colegi.
